How you can write C++ code by standard way  using Visual C++ 

I am describing all instruction below here->

At first you have open Microsoft Visual C++ from your computer. Then Go “File -> New ->Project->Win32 Console Application (Before click on OK button you have write your project name on Top Right Corner).” And then select “an empty project” and click “Finish”  button again click Ok button.
Let me write a C++ code with two class A and B, where both class contain a function or method called show( )

Again go “File->New->File->C/C++ header file->Write your file name “A” and click OK.”  And on that file write this code which is given below : 
class A{


int  a;

public:


void show();

}; 

Again go “File->New->File->C/C++ header file->Write your file name “B” and click OK.”  And on that file write this code which is given below : 

class B{


int  b;

public:


void show();

}; 
Again go “File->New->File->C++ source file->Write your file name “A” and click OK.”  And on that file write this code which is given below : 

#include ”iostream”

#include ”A.h”

using namespace std;

void A::show()

{


a=15;

cout<<”\n”<<a<<”\n”;

}

Again go “File->New->File->C++ source file ->Write your file name “B” and click OK.”  And on that file write this code which is given below : 

#include ”iostream”

#include ”B.h”

using namespace std;

void B::show()

{


b=20;


cout<<”\n”<<b<<”\n”;

}

Again go “File->New->File->C++ source file->Write your file name “main” and click OK.”  And on that file write this code which is given below : 

#include "A.h"

#include "B.h"

void main()

{


A first;


B second;


first.show();


second.show();

}

Last of all compile this code and run. I hope you will get the Output Window.
